Huntington State Beach
In 1985, almost 20 years ago, a group who simply wanted to swim, fish or surf in clean water decided to do something about the pollution in Santa Monica Bay.    Today their commitment is to make the Southern California coastal waters safe and healthy for people and marine life.  Each week they evaluate the condition of our local beaches.
Four and a half years ago Huntington's beaches were closed for most of the summer,  Heal the Bay responded by working with county agencies to test the waters at our beaches for bacterial contamination, and making that information available to the public.  

Their efforts determined that during those four and a half years the waters at Magnolia Beach presented a very high health risk for 62 weeks.  They advised people not to enter those waters for a period of 1 year and 10 weeks out of 4 and ½ years.  They deemed those waters to be unhealthy 26% of the time.    If you went up coast to Newland the health risk for entering the ocean dropped to 17% of those 4 ½ years.  If you went down coast to Brookhurst the health risk for entering the ocean dropped to 16% of those 4 ½ years. 

During the past 4 ½ years, people were warned not to swim in the Ocean at Magnolia 26% of the time.  The pollution in those waters occurred mostly during July and August, the time when most residents and visitors would choose to spend time at the beach.   Just a mile up coast the taxpayers of Huntington Beach have invested 66 million dollars in two hotels whose primary attraction is the ocean.   If those waters become polluted, it will doom that investment.   

A company from Connecticut wants to build a desalinization plant at the power plant and to dump 50 million gallons of their waste into those troubled waters.  The city of Huntington Beach may or may not get tax money as a result.  The water will be used to develop new homes along the eastern part of the county.  That will necessitate additional infrastructure and taxes.
