SCE, Santa Catalina Island

Southern California Edison (SCE) and Whitehawk Catalina, Inc. 

completed construction of a 132,000 gpd RO plant on Santa Catalina Island in June 1991. The plant produces 25 to 30% of the Island's water supply, including the potable water supply for the Hamilton Cove condominium development.

The desalination plant is located adjacent to SCE's Pebbly Beach 

Generating Station, and brine is discharged through the station's existing cooling water outfall. Feedwater is taken from two feedwater wells. Product recovery is about 27%. The size of the plant is about 2,100 square feet.

The cost of the water produced is about $2,000/AF ($6/1,000 gals)...
