Water Costs…
Since the average user requires 200 gallons of fresh water per day, that means the COST of desal water would be $1.20 per day per person.

Of course, if blended in with cheaper water, this high cost will be spread over many unsuspecting suckers (oops, meant users).

If a house used all desal water, and had an average 3 persons, that would mean the base cost of the water going in to their water bill would be $3.60 per day or over $100 per month.

And that does not count the cost of water

chlorination, pumping, distribution, metering and billing.

Compare that with your current water bill.  And if you

thought the Register would complain about raising sewer

rates $7.50 per YEAR, with thundering editorials, what would they say about other users being forced to subsidize new construction in other areas via higher water bills?
